• Our guests pay their debts to the community.  

• Our guests obtain and maintain full-time 
employment in the community.  

�e St. Francis House is a key component to 
addressing workforce development in our community.  
Our guests are required to obtain and maintain full 
time employment.  If they do not have employment 
when they arrive at the St. Francis house, they must 
apply for eight jobs each day and sta� follow up to 
make sure they have completed their applications. �e 
following are unique aspects of our programming: 

• We have well over 100 employers who regularly 
hire the guests of the St. Francis House. 

• 85% of our guests obtain and maintain full time 
employment. 

•  20% of our guests maintain full time and part time 
employment.
